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We are proud to announce a new reference for pest management in sensitive environments. The CD based tutorial, (SP-427) Institutional IPM: Inspection, Monitoring, and Strategies, has been listed as a reference for the limited structural exam in the state of Florida. This training CD, created by the UF Entomology and Nematology School IPM Program, contains five modules that cover Integrated Pest Management (IPM) strategies in a school setting. This training is useful for pest managers who treat in sensitive environments, or anyone who is designing an institutional IPM program. The modules are narrated flash presentations with video walkthroughs.
 
There are topic quizzes throughout the training which conclude with a final exam. Once the final exam has been passed with 80% or better, the participant may print a verification certificate that must be mailed to the University of Florida along with a $10 processing fee (see *note below). Once the training has been verified, 2-CEUs for the state of Florida will be issued, by mail to the participant, on an official FDACS attendance form. If you wish to receive CEUs in another state, please contact your licensing department and give them the information. Many times, they will include the training on their list of available CEU trainings.
 
Each CD is $25 and is available through the IFAS bookstore at http://ifasbooks.ufl.edu/merchant2/merchant.mv?Screen=PROD&Store_Code=IFASBOOKS&Product_Code=SP427&Category_Code=PTCS.
 
The best part about having training like this, is that everyone in your shop can work through it. You may purchase one CD, and on those rainy days when you are in the office, your technicians and PCOs can sit down at the computer and work through the modules. We are in the process of developing more of these training materials including Sanitation, Cockroach Identification and Cockroach Management. *NOTE: There is no $10 processing fee for technicians. When they complete the training and pass the exam with greater than 80%, you can put their printed certificate into their folder as proof of the training.
