· California Healthy School Act of 2000
· Required a designated IPM coordinator

· Established “right-to-know” rules, requiring notifications and records of all pesticide applications

· Reduced pesticide use by 80% since beginning of program
· They created web-enabled database to track pesticide use on city properties
· Consolidates reporting requirements into one sheet, decreases time required

· Monthly meetings with

· Educational speakers

· Continuing Education Credits

· Group brainstorming sessions to individual problems

· Maintaining permissible pesticide use list

· Having a central committee that is motivated large enough to make a difference is key to success

· If not enough members on a small level, sometimes district wide is better

· Having a well defined list is also very important, not fuzzy “no carcinogens” rules

· Required to have PMP that practices IPM

· Had group interview process to determine PMP

· Attends monthly meetings (per contract)

· Also provides monthly trainings for IPM group

· Newest project is synthetic turf (report here), much more science is needed on the subject

4. Asthma Take Home Document

8. Demonstration/Coalition Updates
· MO – many funding cuts on school level, but are almost universally keeping their school nurse programs well funded. Having troubles getting school IPM programs into individual schools, tips on how to approach this are appreciated – please contact Anastasia Becker

· MI – Sue Risley has taken lead of coalition. Had talk with MI Dept. of Ag and they are on board with the coalition – they will mail letters to school admins regarding MI laws and regulations. Coalition is currently looking for a model school for trainings and walkthroughs.
· IKE – Mini-grant received, working on recruiting individual schools for program
