i. Our region is still identifying

ii. Likely a coalition will start in St. Louis – Anastasia will tell more on next call

· Michigan coalition meeting 

i. Some difficulty reconciling IPM philosophies and approach 
ii. All are in agreement more outreach and awareness of IPM needed, implementation and compliance very low on local funding priority list

iii. More and more schools are contracting custodial duties out which makes IPM implementation much more difficult
iv. Sue Risley and Lynnae still want to keep project going, will have further update next call

· Ohio

i. Problems recruiting school districts to join coalitions

ii. Geography also challenging with major metropolitan centers

· Efforts will focus on Missouri and Michigan for North Central funding with a third spot open for any developing coalitions (Indiana, Ohio, etc.)
