Indiana Update:  (via IKE)
Update from Improving Kids’ Environment: 
Our October 20th Bed Bug Workshop was a complete success. We received good workshop evaluations and saw that everyone enjoyed Dr. Marc Lame presentation on bed bugs. I’ve attached the evaluations and our next Dec 1st workshop invite on Bed Bug Monitoring and Landscaping Management. IKE worked on getting our bed bug workshop material up on our new website, summarized evaluations, and sent out a follow up email for participants and coalition members.
 
Our next follow up workshop will teach people how to build and operate a low-cost bed bug monitor for use in classrooms where bed bugs may have been found. It will also cover IPM procedures to help control weeds, rodents, and other pests on school grounds and landscaping. The goal of IPM is not to eradicate or eliminate pests, but to strengthen and stabilize the landscape so that conditions are favorable for plants but unfavorable for pests. The workshop will also address proper management of herbicides and other pesticides used in the landscape. 

Illinois Update:	
· The Safer Pest Control Project (SPCP), Chicago IL is scheduled to give a presentation about bed bugs to childcare providers on Nov. 16 and 17, 2010.  Presentations will include 2 hour trainings on IPM and bed bug control. Both presentations will be held in Chicago with an expected total turnout of approximately 100 individuals.

Ohio Updates: (via Barbara Bloetscher)
· Barbara continues to follow up on the discussion and walk through that she conducted at the Upper Arlington School.
