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WWF/WPVGA/UW Collaboration - Accomplishments and Directions  

Expanding Biointensive IPM programs and reducing pesticide toxicity in potato production

· University of Wisconsin research developed biologically based potato production systems.

· The WI potato industry completed surveys of IPM and pesticide use to track IPM adoption and reduced toxicity systems - a 37% reduction in toxicity from 1995 baseline until 1999 was observed.

· The Outreach Coordinator hosted numerous neighborhood meetings, wrote weekly updates to ecolabel growers, provided crucial one-on-one education for growers, and is developing certification aides and a grower handbook.

· Through intensified outreach efforts, eco-label growers have made further progress.

· The standard is strict – the toxicity unit limit is less than half the state average 

· BioIPM increases of 14% were seen from 2001 to 2002

Pioneering of Eco-potato Standards, Protected Harvest certifying organization, and Healthy Grown brand

· In fall of 2000, the eco-potato standards were developed and then accepted by national advisors.  The non-profit Protected Harvest with a national board was launched in 2001 to oversee the certification process and approve the standards. 

· In 2001 – 4300 acres of WI potatoes were certified.  In 2002 - 4800 acres were certified to meet the rigorous, production standard based on reduced pesticide risk and improved IPM practices.  In 2003, over 8500 acres are enrolled in the program.

· WPVGA created the brand, Healthy Grown. This Wisconsin brand is found in over 70 stores in the state. Sales also have occurred nationally in 14 other states including Michigan, Minnesota, Indiana, Illinois, Connecticut, Massachusetts, Missouri, New Jersey, New York, Pennsylvania, Rhode Island, Virginia and Washington DC.

Stepping beyond the fields to the agricultural ecosystem. 

· In 2002, the project hired an Ecosystem Coordinator to begin inventories of  non-agricultural lands on potato farms

· Growers are developing restoration plans to re-establish wetlands, savannah, prairie and wooded areas

· Demonstration plots and grower education days are underway this summer (2003). 
Addressing soil and water quality challenges

· Now actively searching for research solutions by completing a literature review. 

· New research will field test fumigation reduction strategies with growers 

Policy work continues 
· Stakeholder participation in all aspects of program (ecosystem, standards development, marketing, etc) is fostered through an Advisory Board, frequent communication, and outreach.
