School IPM 2015 Steering Committee Teleconference Minutes
Monday, June 7th 10:30 AM to 12:00PM CDT

Action items:
· Zach will contact Gregg and Janet about the possibility of giving a webcast on iPestManager and the IPM Cost Calculator.

· Zach will draft a written plan of action to review on July’s steering committee call. 
1. Gregg Smith’s (Facilities Director at Salt Lake City School District) perspective on computer maintenance management systems (CMMS, e.g. School Dude)—there are over 300 different types of CMMS, from desktop based to web-hosted systems, all of which require a tremendous amount of data needs to be configured and collected before use (e.g. locations identified (building, floor, room), assets (hot water heaters, air conditioning units, etc.)).  Instead of using a work order system and preventative maintenance scheduling to focus on IPM activity, Gregg and his team developed their own pest sighting software called iPestManager.  Capable of being used alongside a CMMS, school faculty and staff use iPestManager to report pest problems, which are then forwarded to three main IPM coordinators for immediate follow up.  Every pest sighting maintains a history of action as well as the cause of the problem.  
In development, iPestManager Version 2.0 will track work order costs, material costs, personnel time spent on IPM, and pesticide use.  Version 2.0 will also allow diagnosticians to automatically print pre-notification postings for pesticide applications and report what they find in monitoring stations.  Salt Lake City’s goal is to get iPestManager to the state where they can turn it over to the EPA, much like the Healthy Seat tool.  
2. Report cards—Zach should have time in June to address calculate the final numbers and draft a new summary prior for the next steering committee call.
3. School IPM media updates and contact list—the June School IPM 2015 newsletter will be published in the next week or two.  We have extra postcards that were created for the school IPM workshop at ASBO International meeting, September 24, 2010 in Lake Buena Vista, Florida.  If you are interested in obtaining copies, please email Zach.
4. Volunteer committee report –action from volunteer committees has been low.  Zach will draft a written plan of action to review on July’s steering committee call.  There are new national working group members including VelRey Lozano, EPA Region 8 rep who is temporarily filling Jaslyn Dobrahner’s position, and Lynn Rose, a pollution prevention consultant from Massachusetts.  On May 24th, Tom, Dawn, and Zach had conference call with Carol Stroebel of Children’s Environmental Health Network (CEHN) and Hester Paul of Oregon Environmental Council’s Eco-Healthy Child Care (EHCC) to discuss possible partnerships with the national school IPM working group.  These two organizations are merging under EHCC, a non-profit organization that works to protect children by training, certifying and endorsing child care providers throughout the nation (including IPM education).  The training curriculum is based off national environmental health research and has been reviewed and approved by the CDC and EPA.  EHCC submitted a proposal to Kellogg in the same key states as our proposal (LA, MI, NM), so we have an opportunity to partner with them depending on funding status. 
5. PRIA financials— Kelly sent out the updated budget tracking spreadsheets to each of the working group leaders.  Please contact her if you have any questions.  
6. Review of condensed comments on SEPA bill from regulatory committee—the regulatory committee compiled a document of diverse comments on the SEPA bill that was sent to Beyond Pesticides on June 8th.  
7. Letter from Bonnie Rabe (President of ASPCRO) & Mike Page (Chair of ASPCRO school IPM subcommittee)— Tom was forwarded an email regarding a two page letter compiled by Mike Page, Carl Falco (DuPont and ASOCRO member), and Bonnie Rabe.  The letter asked the EPA not to fund Beyond Pesticides or the IPM Institute on future school IPM projects.  Tom plans to write a letter to Mike and Bonnie’s supervisors to detail our history of partnerships with the EPA and question ASPCRO members’ motives of acting without the rest of the group.  The EPA is also going to address the letter.  We may consider reaching out to the American Association of Pesticide Safety Educators (AAPSE) and the Association of American Pesticide Control Officials (AAPCO) to communicate the goals of our national school IPM working group.
8. Funding update—our full length 2010 PRIA grant proposal was submitted May 27th.  We hope to hear back from the EPA by the end of July.  The Kellogg Foundation has not requested our full length proposal, but Dawn maintains contact with key individuals in their organization.  We may have an opportunity to work with the Eco-Healthy Child Care if Kellogg funds their proposal.
9. PMSP changes and expansion of steering committee—Tom has received comments from Janet and Sherry.  We are with additional waiting for additional feedback from the EPA before sending out the final revisions.  Tom has been keeping the main commenters updated (NMPA, RISE, and Mike Page).  In addition to the PMSP update, Zach was contacted by a vendor who wanted to market their products through our school IPM contacts.  Tom suggested holding off this subject until the fall.  
10. Updates

a. Recap of June 3rd Tools for Schools webinar—Internally, Sherry received positive feedback from her EPA colleagues, including members of the Indoor Air Quality (IAQ) office.  In late June, school IPM will be featured in the Tools for Schools Connector magazine.
b. Tribal School IPM Project—EPA funds were transferred to the North Central IPM Center and need to be expended by the end of September.  There has been some demand for tribal school IPM trainings.  The Center will host a national tribal school IPM training, July 20-21 in Phoenix, AZ.  Four trainers are scheduled to attend and several others have been invited.  Registration is currently open.  The trainings are mostly open to tribal groups since their processes are somewhat different, due to having different government bureaus and types of schools.

c. Demonstrations and coalitions

Update on Demonstrations and Coalitions
North Central Region


· D: South Dakota (Mark) – Erin, Clyde, Mark, Mike Daniels and several people from South Dakota State performed the 4th assessments and delivered the 4th pest press newsletter.  They obtained chemical treatment records from both schools.  The project team turned over project management responsibilities to South Dakota State Extension, including planning and scheduling on-site visits.

· Separate from the demonstration projects, the Winnebago Tribe will be holding a training in Sioux City, IA September 14-17, on school IPM, healthy homes & other topics.

· IA did not receive EIPM funding.  Proposal into EPA for environmental ed grant pending.
· D: Illinois (Sue Ratcliffe) – EPA recognition award presented in May 2010.  There was good press coverage and a state representative attended the award ceremony.  Marc Lame and Sue Ratclife will meet with the IPM coordinator on June 18th to get the IPM binder organized for IPM STAR certification.
· Illinois' state IPM coordinator's funding was cut significantly.  In order to maintain some funding for school IPM, Doug Jones (extension specialist) will take over leadership of school IPM program.  He has been coordinating with Derrick.  They plan to do two more demonstrations, one in the southern and one in the northern part of the state.

· C: Missouri (Anastasia Becker) – Centralia Public Schools are pursuing their IPM STAR certification.  Anastasia is using PRIA funds to re-ignite and expand the Missouri School IPM working group, which is focusing on health impacts of IPM in schools and getting school nurses involved.  Trying to use asthma as a way to get people interested.  The group is also working to post school IPM video on YouTube (two parts) or on the University of Illinois website. 

· C: Nebraska (Clyde Ogg and Erin Bauer) – In May, coalition leaders held an in-service for Omaha cafeteria staff.  There were around 8 attendees.  The training was an hour and a half long and covered general IPM, cockroaches and rodents.  Another in-service is planned for August, for cafeteria managers.  They are also planning an in-service for custodial and cafeteria staff in Lincoln.  Demonstrations starting soon: June 23 - indoor and outdoor assessment at Omaha; June 24 - indoor assessment at Lincoln; June 29 - outdoor assessment at Lincoln.
· Nebraska did receive EIPM funding, but much lower than requested.
· C: Illinois (Ruth Kerzee) – With the help of SPCP, Illinois’ first coalition is scheduled for June 15th.  Ruth has also started sending school IPM-related information to people who are interested in the coalition. 
· C: Indiana (Jodi Perras)— Joe Moore will be working with Improving Kid’s Environment (IKE) for the next 8 weeks as a Teach for America fellow, through a grant from the Indiana Department of Health.  He will be working to strengthen their schools programs, including school IPM.  Indiana's first coalition meeting was held the first week of June.  Marc Lame talked about bedbug issues.  They also discussed next steps for Indiana.  Another meeting will be held August 6th.  There was a lot of interest among attendees in learning how to train staff on IPM issues.  Four districts attended the meeting and another joined on the phone.  Jodi and Joe are going to Purdue on June 10th to talk to people at the technical resource center there, make sure they are working together and not duplicating efforts.  Coalition leaders are working on fact sheets on cost/benefit case and health effects of school IPM.  Cost/benefit information is particularly important because schools are short on funds.
· C: Ohio—Barbara Bloetscher (Ohio Department of Ag), Dave Shetler, and Allen Wilson planned their first coalition meeting on April 23, 2010 at Berea High School.  The June 16th coalition workshop is going ahead as planned.  So far, 13 schools have signed up to attend.  Topics will include Ohio school IPM laws, general school IPM practices and a school walkthrough.  There will be a practice run-through of the presentations on June 10th at Ohio State University.
Northeastern Region
· D: New Hampshire (Lynn & Kathy) – Exeter (SAU16 District), initial assessment complete, and the schools has now adopted the Monroe Model.  The leadership has strongly shifted to a local core team within NE who is currently applying for state funding to support personnel costs.  On-site meetings with staff identified three major deliverables: training DVD, implementing IPM protocols in SchoolDude software, and in-service training for various schools.  Lynn and Kathy are planning a visit mid-June.
· D: Rhode Island (Lynn & Kathy) – Chariho School District, initial assessment largely complete.  The NE sIPM working group will be able to use PRIA money for this project.  Kathy and Lynn did in-service training with kitchen staff and soil sampling on athletic fields.  One major desired outcome for Chario is to develop a working IPM policy that strictly follows RI state laws.  Also, Chario could serve as a site for monthly state-facility manager breakfasts.  Lynn and Kathy are planning a visit mid-June.

· D: Vermont—wants to organize a school IPM demonstration using funds from the NE IPM Center’s partnership grant.  Lynn and Kathy are planning a visit mid-June.  Leaders also want to start a coalition in VT and have received separate funding from the NE IPM Center to do so.
· D: Connecticut—is interested in starting a demonstration project and will submit a proposal to the NE Working Group.  Lynn and Kathy are actively encouraging leads in CT to choose a site for demonstration.
· C: Pennsylvania (Lyn Garling) – Pittsburg School District, held school walkthrough and IPM workshop.  Lyn is working with the Pennsylvania ASBO to add an IPM session to their annual meeting.  She is also hoping to have another facility managers meeting where county extension agents can help with the training in southern part of state.
· C: New York (Lynn) – school IPM coalition efforts are on hold until status of IPM legislation is determined.  NY IPM programs may end July of 2010 due to state budget decisions.  
· Lynn and Kathy submitted a renewal for the NE IPM partnership grant—find out in April

· C: West Virginia—is interested in starting a coalition and will submit a proposal to the NE Working Group.
· NE IPM Center—Lynn and Kathy going to talk to NE IPM Center rep about what to do with WG funds designated to Cornell.  They are looking into the option of Lynn working with Cornell on contract basis, because funds cannot transfer from Cornell to another organization.
Southern Region
· D: Louisiana (Janet & Fudd) – Ascension Parish School District, assessed three schools in the district, and school officials have begun the monitoring phase.  Working group leaders are planning another follow up assessment for spring/early summer of 2010.
· D: Arkansas (Janet & Fudd) – Fayetteville & Russellville expressed interest. Southern WG turned down for PESP grant.
· D: City of New Orleans—with the help of researchers at Tulane University, the City of N.O. is starting a city-wide school IPM program focused on vector control and rat management.  A representative of the City of N.O. needs to contact Dale or Dennis directly to get LSU on board and to partner with the Southern sIPM WG.

· D: Arkansas and Oklahoma—both are interested in starting demonstration projects.

· C: North Carolina (Chris Mills) – Union Public Schools, first coalition meeting took place August 5, 2009.  Since the loss of Godfrey at NC State, Fudd will be meeting with Chris Mills on moving forward with the coalition.
· C: Alabama (Fudd) – Fudd received Federal EIPM funds and hopes to have a coalition meeting later this fall.  He plans on meeting with the executive director in Alabama about conducting school IPM training with PMPs and school officials and starting and advisory committee to develop training materials.
· C: Tennessee: interested in coalition.  Need update.
· eXtension workshops—national workshop May 16, 2010 at the NCUE in Portland, Oregon.  
· IPM Pest guide is going to editors at LA extension service.  Guide is being produced thanks to funds from the 2009 enhancement grants. 
Western Region


· D: Oregon (Tim, large school) – Salem-Keizer School District, WG assessed a number of schools in the district, selected a demonstration site, sent out a pest press, established a Memorandum of Understanding, and took allergen samples.  Tim Stock is working on building an OR coalition surrounding Salem-Keizer schools in 2010.

· D: Albany (Oregon, small school): Tim started another pilot project in Albany school district and they completed an online survey to fulfill report card info.  At the Oregon ASBO meeting, three more districts expressed interest in starting pilot projects.

· D: Tim wants to start a pilot project in a small school to compare to the two larger Oregon demonstration projects. 

· Carrie Foss is also planning a rodent academy in Portland or Salem.

· Gregg Smith co-presenting with Tim at upcoming Oregon Facility Managers Conference.

· D: Colorado (Assea) – The Colorado school IPM group launched another pilot program in the rural school district of Sterling (3,000 students).

· D: Utah (Dawn, Tim, Carrie, Ryan)—school IPM workshop planned for October 2009 and 2010 (EPA Region 10).  One-day rodent workshop planned soon.
· D: New Mexico (Tess)—Held an IPM meeting for school facility maintenance staff in Albuquerque.   

· C: Washington (Carrie Foss)—coalition meeting scheduled for May 5, 2010 for Bellevue school district (IPM STAR certified).  Diverse U-pest group and Eden Pest Technologies involved in planning and delivering coalition meeting.  Carrie working with Bobby Corrigan to do a full rodent academy in the fall.

· EPA Region 10—new school IPM project manager who is encouraging Carrie to get involved with the Yakama tribe for an implementation project.

· Several school districts waiting to hear back from IPM Inst. on IPM STAR certifications.
· Carrie working with Bobby Corrigan to host a Rodent Academy November 2-4 for PCOs in WA.  10 scholarships for out-of-state participants are available.  Group is going to inspect alley ways (the training is not necessarily related to schools).
· California—California Department of Pesticide Regulation held a Green Schools Conference and are working with facility planners in order to facilitate architectural design discouraging pests around schools.  New publication California's Use of IPM in Managing Pests in Schools.  2010.  Brajkovich, Laurie; Hanger, Ann; Messenger, Belinda; Simmons, Sewell.  Outlooks on Pest Management, Volume 21, Number 1, February 2010, pp. 25-30(6).

· Nevada—with funds from the Nevada Department of Ag, Clark County School District held a mandatory school IPM training seminar which 210 custodians attended.
