School IPM 2015 Steering Committee Teleconference Minutes
Monday, March 1st 10:30 AM to 11:30 AM CST

1. Report card and cost/benefit case study—money for the EPA contractor has ended.  Data is entered for 25 report cards and nine more need to be entered.  Sherry is working with Zach to retrieve outstanding report card data, so he can compile a summary report.
2. School IPM media updates and contact list—Zach is currently working on March newsletter articles, featuring an interview with an NYC PMP and an article from a Texas IPM coordinator about the importance of getting involved with their local or state professional organization.  Kathy suggested faxing newsletters to school districts, especially since fax numbers rarely change.   Tom, Dawn, and Zach are working on a School IPM 2015 press release, similar to the one put out by the PA IPM program.  
3. Volunteer committee report—Chip Osborne expressed interest in joining sports turf association to start an IPM committee.  The Regulatory Committee held a conference call on 2-22-10, where the group came to a consensus to update a letter to send to policy-makers on behalf of IPM Voice, a small advocacy group formed after the last IPM Symposium to address legal issues and lobbying for IPM.  The committee is collecting a list of research to date regarding IPM’s impact on children’s health and academic performance.  Lauren is also compiling the group’s diverse comments regarding SEPA, which will be submitted to Beyond Pesticides. 
4. Potential training opportunities—Dawn suggested holding a meeting to re-hash what pilot and coalitions should look like and how they should function.  This meeting could also include training for IPM STAR evaluation and the Monroe Model.  Kathy and Lynn both expressed interested in becoming IPM STAR evaluators.  Tom does not want to train people and not have demand from schools.  Dawn and Lynn expressed that it is still good for WG leaders to know how to use the criteria, even if they are not officially trained as evaluators.  
5. PRIA financials—reminder, if you spent any PRIA money in February, please send your reimbursements to Kelly.
6. Funding—the Kellogg Foundation encouraged us to re-submit our proposal this spring and gave us suggestions for other foundations that may be interested in IPM investment.  Kellogg requested that we narrow our geography to three specific sites, New Mexico, Michigan and New Orleans, and that we partner with housing, school and child care leaders on a community level in order to document reduction of asthma.  In addition, the EPA recently announced a funding opportunity called Pesticide Safety Program for Ag Workers and Farmworker Children, which may possibly be used to support school IPM in rural regions.  Also, the NC School IPM Working Group recently received renewal funding from the NC IPM Center. 
7. PMSP changes and expansion of steering committee—in the next few weeks, Tom and Dawn will be sending the revised draft, log of revisions and list of comments to the steering committee, project team and commentators.  Tom and Dawn with edit the PMSP based off final comments and send it to Rick and Linda.  Currently, Dawn and Tom are listed as editors but are open to adding steering committee members to the list of editors.  The expanded steering committee would be best to address ownership of PMSP; however, we are going to wait until the PMSP is updated until we expand the steering committee. 
8. Updates
a. EPA’s OPPTS is getting a new name.  Effective April 22, 2010 (Earth Day), OPPTS will become the Office of Chemical Safety and Pollution Prevention.
b. There is an opportunity to speak/present at the NSPMA Conference in Little Rock, Arkansas, April 25-28, 2010.  Please email Janet if you or anyone in your working group is interested in attending.
c. Several steering committee members will be presenting on school IPM at the 2010 ASBO International Meeting, September24-27, 2010 in Lake Buena Vista, FL. 
d. Sherry has secured a 1.5 hour presenting spot for IPM at the GSA Child Care Training Conference in Las Vegas, Nevada, July 13-15, 2010.  Sherry is looking for guest speaker(s) who can introduce successful IPM programs and give an overview of the PMSP.  Please contact her if you are interested in presenting at this event. 
e. Mark Shour submitted a proposal for an IPM presentation (see attached) at the 2010 American School Health Association Conference, October 13-16, 2010 in Kansas City, Missouri.  He will find out in April if his presentation has been accepted.
f. Coalition leader calls on 2/8/10—we developed a School IPM 2015 impacts/output PPT, stressed the need for school buy-in before resources are brought in and discussed networking through the CDC/NEHA I&R workshops.  On the March call, coalition leaders will outline an executive summary for the 2010 PRIA II grants and discuss a strategy for approaching the EPA about School IPM 2015. 
g. Demonstrations and coalitions:
Update on Demonstrations and Coalitions
North Central Region


· D: South Dakota (Mark) –Two assessments and two IPM newsletters completed at Brookings and Flandreau Public Schools.  A third assessment with extension agents and school facility managers is planned for March 15-16th.  Ruth O’Neill from Montana State will be joining the assessment team.
· D: Illinois (Ruth Kerzee) –SPCP is working to get Westville certified by the EPA and will begin IPM STAR certification process in the spring.  Administration and custodial staff have been very cooperative and pesticide applications have been reduced.  SPCP also submitted a proposal for three additional years of funding.  If funded, they plan to add two more school districts, nine more extension educators, develop online training materials and hold face-to-face trainings.  School walkthroughs and hands-on training are scheduled for March 5th.  Organizers are looking for someone to help with turf training—possibly a SPCP expert or Bob Stoddard. 
· C: Missouri (Anastasia Becker) – Centralia Public Schools, held coalition meeting June 9, 2009.  In the 5th quarter, Anastasia meet with facility managers at Central Methodist University for a walkthrough of kitchen and food service operations.  Several North Central Working Group leaders are holding a conference call in March to discuss how to assist Missouri leaders in planning their coalition.  
· C: Nebraska (Clyde Ogg) – Recruited Douglas and Lancaster Counties to join coalition.  In February, coalition partners met at the Nebraska Urban Pest Management Conference.  The next official meeting will be in April at Lincoln.  Demonstrations will be starting in May 2010.
· C: Illinois (Ruth Kerzee) – With the help of SPCP, Illinois’ first coalition is scheduled for the third week in February.  SPCP is still waiting on commitment from potential participants. 

· C: Indiana (Marc Lame)—Indiana’s Improving Kids’ Environment (IKE) has received a mini-grant for coalition building activities.  IKE recently hired a new executive director who has regulatory and PR experience, while Jerry Jochim retired from Monroe County.  He will still participate in the coalition but the district will not replace him right away due to budget cuts.

· C: Ohio—Kelly Adams from the IPM Institute is working with Jenna McDevit from Westerville School District to finalize the contract for the NC sIPM working group mini-grant funds.  
Northeastern Region
· D: New Hampshire (Lynn & Kathy) – Exeter (SAU16 District), initial assessment complete, and the schools has now adopted the Monroe Model.  The leadership has strongly shifted to a local core team within NE who is currently applying for state funding to support personnel costs.  NH has hit some bumps and the facility manager is not taking ownership of the project.  Lynn has an on-site meeting planned for March 9th to discuss in-service training for school staff.
· D: Rhode Island (Lynn & Kathy) – Chariho School District, initial assessment largely complete.  The NE sIPM working group will be able to use PRIA money for this project.  By request of the Chariho schools facility manager, the in-service training for kitchen and grounds staff has been delayed until March.

· D: Vermont—wants to organize a school IPM demonstration using funds from the NE IPM Center’s partnership grant.
· D: Connecticut—is interested in starting a demonstration project and will submit a proposal to the NE Working Group.
· C: Pennsylvania (Lyn Garling) – Pittsburg School District, held school walkthrough and IPM workshop.  Lyn is working with the Pennsylvania ASBO to add an IPM session to their annual meeting.  She is also hoping to have another facility managers meeting where county extension agents can help with the training in southern part of state.
· C: New York (Lynn) – school IPM coalition efforts are on hold until status of IPM legislation is determined.  NY IPM programs may end July of 2010 due to state budget decisions.  
· Lynn and Kathy submitted a renewal for the NE IPM partnership grant—find out in April
· C: West Virginia—is interested in starting a coalition and will submit a proposal to the NE Working Group.
Southern Region
· D: Louisiana (Janet & Fudd) – Ascension Parish School District, assessed three schools in the district, and school officials have begun the monitoring phase.  Working group leaders are planning another follow up assessment for spring/early summer of 2010.
· D: Arkansas (Janet & Fudd) – Fayetteville & Russellville expressed interest. Southern WG turned down for PESP grant.
· D: City of New Orleans—with the help of researchers at Tulane University, the City of N.O. is starting a city-wide school IPM program focused on vector control and rat management.  A representative of the City of N.O. needs to contact Dale or Dennis directly to get LSU on board and to partner with the Southern sIPM WG.
· D: Arkansas and Oklahoma—both are interested in starting demonstration projects.
· C: North Carolina (Chris Mills) – Union Public Schools, first coalition meeting took place August 5, 2009.  Since the loss of Godfrey at NC State, Fudd will be meeting with Chris Mills on moving forward with the coalition.
· C: Alabama (Fudd) – Fudd received Federal EIPM funds and hopes to have a coalition meeting later this fall.  He plans on meeting with the executive director in Alabama about conducting school IPM training with PMPs and school officials and starting and advisory committee to develop training materials.
· C: Tennessee: interested in coalition.  Need update.
· eXtension workshops—national workshop May 16, 2010 at the NCUE in Portland, Oregon.  Regional SEB-ESA meeting in Atlanta on March 10, 2010.
· IPM Pest guide is going to editors at LA extension service.  Guide is being produced thanks to funds from the 2009 enhancement grants. 
Western Region


· D: Oregon (Dawn, large school) – Salem-Keizer School District, WG assessed a number of schools in the district, selected a demonstration site, sent out a pest press, established a Memorandum of Understanding, and took allergen samples.  Tim Stock is working on building an OR coalition surrounding Salem-Keizer schools in 2010.

· D: Albany (Oregon, small school): Tim started another pilot project in Albany school district and they completed an online survey to fulfill report card info.  At the Oregon ASBO meeting, three more districts expressed interest in starting pilot projects.
· D: Tim wants to start a pilot project in a small school to compare to the two larger Oregon demonstration projects.
· Tim will be presenting a webinar in conjunction with IAQ and the Oregon Lung Association on March 9th. 

· Tim and Dawn are also planning a rodent academy in Portland or Salem.
· D: Colorado (Dawn) – The Colorado school IPM group launched another pilot program in the rural school district of Sterling (3,000 students).
· D: Hawaii (Dawn)—Dawn and Carrie are traveling to Hawaii in November to work with housing people and want to network with change agenda regarding a school IPM pilot project.
· D: Idaho (Dawn)—school IPM workshop planned for October 2009 and spring 2010.
· D: New Mexico (Dawn)—need update.  Held an IPM meeting for school facility maintenance staff in Albuquerque.   
· C: Washington (Carrie Foss)—coalition meeting scheduled for May 5, 2010 for Bellevue school district (IPM STAR certified).  Diverse U-pest group involved in planning and delivering coalition meeting.  Carrie working with Bobby Corrigan to do a full rodent academy in the fall. 

· EPA Region 10—new school IPM project manager who is encouraging Carrie to get involved with the Yakama tribe.

· C: Colorado (Dawn) – need update.

· California—California Department of Pesticide Regulation held a Green Schools Conference and are working with facility planners in order to facilitate architectural design discouraging pests around schools.  New publication California's Use of IPM in Managing Pests in Schools.  2010.  Brajkovich, Laurie; Hanger, Ann; Messenger, Belinda; Simmons, Sewell.  Outlooks on Pest Management, Volume 21, Number 1, February 2010, pp. 25-30(6).

· Nevada—Sherry given go-ahead to start IPM program in Clark County.  Department of Ag moving money from food service to school IPM.
· Utah—tentative talk about refocusing the coalition in Utah—facility managers have had several meetings, but that doesn’t mean that the school districts are implementing IPM.  One-day rodent workshop planned soon.
· Wyoming—hired an assistant to work with school IPM.  Two new pilots, including one reservation, that’s interested in starting an IPM program. 

· Western Region is working on EIPM grants and applying for Region 8 funding for coalition building exercises.

· Dawn has a tentative meeting in Phoenix planned for the spring.
· Pat Copps (Orkin) reported on their new AIM (Assess, Implement, Monitor) IPM program and their partnership activities with property management companies.

EPA
· Sherry recently attended a quarterly EPA WG meeting with all regions that are involved with school IPM.  She stressed the importance of regional sIPM WG members building relationships with their EPA regional representatives.

· Region 2 is working on a daycare IPM program in NYC with funds allotted by Steve Owens.
