Action Items:
· Janet will work with DK to utilize Texas as a case study for implementing specific IPM software, which can be used in other states around the country.

1. SchoolDude webcast: IPM features of PM software by David Kornegay (DK)—SchoolDude has developed optional IPM templates with their Preventative Maintenance (PM) software.  Some key features include pest classification lists, alerts (daily, weekly, monthly) for maintenance opportunities by building(s), pest(s), or both, and some specific state regulatory information (still in development).  In Texas, there is a disconnect between people purchasing the software and technicians using software.  Janet will work with DK to utilize Texas as a case study for implementing specific IPM software, which can be used in other states around the country.

2. Report cards (Zach)—Zach is collaborating with Dawn to get report card information from Western states.  Zach is also working with Lauren Crane and the regulatory committee to obtain pesticide laws for each state.   An updated report card summary should be available soon.
3. School IPM media updates and contact list—Zach is working on articles for the May School IPM 2015 newsletter and is creating an interview-style article with Al Fournier on his new book Go to the Head of the Class: A Research-based Approach to Understanding Adoption and Implementation of Integrated Pest Management in Schools.  Also he plans on interviewing the child nutrition manager at Salt Lake City School District who is active member of their IPM committee.  The School IPM 2015 press release will be sent out to listserves late spring/summer.  The IPM Institute submitted and “IPM Performance Standards” article to PCT magazine for publication in their June or July issue.
4. Volunteer committee report —Zach and Lauren Crane identified “green” committees within school related orgs.  They will obtain the list of names and members of these environmental committees, and draft a letter to each committee to inform them of the importance of focusing on IPM as a sustainable option children’s health and facility management.
5. PRIA financials—Kelly will send out the updated budget tracking spreadsheets to each of the working group leaders.  Please contact her if you have any questions.  
6. Funding update—EPA requested our full length 2010 PRIA proposal for school IPM coalitions.  For the final proposal, we need to clearly define coalitions as distinct and essential, which may mean changing the name coalitions to workshop trainings or working groups.  Also, we will be outlining bench mark standards on reducing asthma related absences.  Dawn and Tom are working hard on Kellogg fund proposal resubmission.  They plan to have a draft out in the next week or two.
7. PMSP changes and expansion of steering committee—please send your feedback on the revised PMSP draft (sent out 4/27/10) to Tom.  Janet and Fudd will get responses at NCUE conference in Portland, OR this month.
8. EPA’s request for a road map—although the PMSP serves an effective guidance document, the EPA has not fully embraced it.  In response to EPA’s criticism, Sherry worked with Tom and Dawn to remove the PMSP’s product list in addition to a few other minor changes.   Sherry then submitted this revised version to her management and requested a formal review of the document, which is currently being scheduled.
9. Updates

a. June 3rd Tools for Schools webinar—a marketing piece for webinar will be sent out this week.  TFS expects at least 700 participants on the call.  Sherry is looking for articles to put in the Tools for Schools Connector magazine.
b. Demonstrations and coalitions

Update on Demonstrations and Coalitions
North Central Region


· D: South Dakota (Mark) –Three assessments and three IPM newsletters completed at Brookings and Flandreau Public Schools (last assessment March 15-16, 2010).  Fourth assessments are scheduled for 5-26-10 and 5-27-10.  Extension leaders have requested spray history from both pest control companies involved, as the schools either were not keeping detailed records (other than payments) or the companies were not providing detailed records.  Both districts have agreed to bring up the IPM Policy at a school board meeting.
· D: Illinois (Sue Ratcliffe) – Working group members visited the school twice in April 2010.  First visit included some people from Ohio.  This worked out well and provided some training for them.  No significant pest problems found; rodent problem has improved quite a bit.  Still having problems getting cooperation from turf managers.  Second visit was a week later; oriental cockroach and ant activity discussed.  District's PMP joined them and was very cooperative.  Overall, the demonstration is going well.  Working group members will present the school with a recognition plaque from the EPA at a school board meeting on May 19th.
· C: Missouri (Anastasia Becker) – Centralia Public Schools are pursuing their IPM STAR certification.  Reliable Pest Control said that Centralia wants to change from a monthly to a bi-monthly contract.  Centralia has had unexpected budget problems.  Anastasia is using PRIA funds to re-ignite and expand the Missouri School IPM working group membership to include more public health and food service reps.  They held a meeting on 4-7-10, are trying to get their "IPM in Missouri Schools" video posted online, and are working to improve presence at statewide conferences.
· C: Nebraska (Clyde Ogg) – coalition meeting was held 4-7-10 and was well-attended, with about 16 of 25 coalition members attending.  Some custodial staff and PMPs from the host school (Lincoln Public Schools) also attended.  They did a quick kitchen walkthrough to demonstrate what they will be looking for when the demonstration projects start in June.  First in-service training was held 5-3-10 for Omaha Public Schools food service staff.  Staff seemed receptive in about IPM practices, plans for the future and tips on cleaning, eliminating cardboard, etc. 
· C: Illinois (Ruth Kerzee) –SPCP sent letters to people who are interested in joining the coalition.  Still working to set up first conference call, hoping to do it this May 2010.
· C: Indiana (Jodi Perras)—Indiana’s Improving Kids’ Environment (IKE) is scheduling their first coalition meeting for early June (after the school year ends).  Received funding from IN Department of Health to hire a Teach for America fellow.  He will help develop a strategy, build the coalition, do research, etc.  He has worked in inner city schools and is familiar with school health issues.  Also working on funding a staff member for the fall to help implement the strategy.

· C: Ohio—Barbara Bloetscher (OSU), Dave Shetler (OSU), and Allen Wilson postponed their first coalition meeting to 6-16-10 (after the school year ends).  Leaders are holding a conference call the second week of May to update IPM stakeholders on meeting plans.
Northeastern Region
· D: New Hampshire (Lynn & Kathy) – Exeter (SAU16 District), initial assessment complete, and the schools has now adopted the Monroe Model.  The leadership has strongly shifted to a local core team within NE who is currently applying for state funding to support personnel costs.  On-site meetings with staff identified three major deliverables: training DVD, implementing IPM protocols in SchoolDude software, and in-service training for various schools.  Tentative meeting between working group leaders and school staff planned for late May or early June. 
· D: Rhode Island (Lynn & Kathy) – Chariho School District, initial assessment largely complete.  The NE sIPM working group will be able to use PRIA money for this project.  Kathy and Lynn did in-service training with kitchen staff and soil sampling on athletic fields.  One major desired outcome for Chario is to develop a working IPM policy that strictly follows RI state laws.  Also, Chario could serve as a site for monthly state-facility manager breakfasts.

· D: Vermont—with the help off the working group and PRIA funds, plans on starting a demonstration and coalition project at the same time.  Initial meetings tentatively planned for summer 2010. 
· D: Connecticut—is interested in starting a demonstration project and will submit a proposal to the NE Working Group.
· C: Pennsylvania (Lyn Garling) – Pittsburg School District, held school walkthrough and IPM workshop.  Lyn is working with the Pennsylvania ASBO to add an IPM session to their annual meeting.   A workshop for the Eastern part of the state still needs to happen.  Lyn is not optimistic about organizing events, but WG members willing to help.
· C: New York (Lynn) – school IPM coalition efforts are on hold until status of IPM legislation is determined.  NY IPM programs may end July of 2010 due to state budget decisions.  
· Lynn and Kathy submitted a renewal for the NE IPM partnership grant—find out in April

· C: West Virginia—is interested in starting a coalition and will submit a proposal to the NE Working Group.
· NE sIPM WG received renewal funding $20,000 from NE IPM Center for 2010-2011.
· WG curriculum project still moving forward (using CT IPM curriculum based off New England academic standards).  Amber Gray (Penn State) has developed a green house IPM curriculum to teach students at technical schools.  Several pilot classrooms are using IPM curriculum, and Kathy and her team are working on creating webinars and planning documents.
· NY IPM program is still not in the governor’s proposed budget, and Cornell-based IPM program may not exist after July 2010.  Lynn will keep the steering committee updated.
Southern Region
· D: Louisiana (Janet & Fudd) – Ascension Parish School District, assessed three schools in the district, and school officials have begun the monitoring phase.  Working group leaders are planning another follow up assessment for spring/early summer of 2010.  Janet is encouraging Dale and Dennis to be more strict and thorough on their next evaluation.
· D: Arkansas (Janet & Fudd) – Fayetteville & Russellville expressed interest. Southern WG turned down for PESP grant.
· D: City of New Orleans—with the help of researchers at Tulane University, the City of N.O. is starting a city-wide school IPM program focused on vector control and rat management.  A representative of the City of N.O. needs to contact Dale or Dennis directly to get LSU on board and to partner with the Southern sIPM WG.

· D: Arkansas and Oklahoma—both are interested in starting demonstration projects.

· C: North Carolina (Chris Mills) – Union Public Schools, first coalition meeting took place 8-5-09.   Since the loss of Godfrey at NC State, Mike Waldogel and Patti Alder of NC State are working with Chris Mills and the public schools maintenance association to advance the coalition.  They are also working on a child care IPM manual to prepare for the 2011 NC law change.
· C: Alabama (Fudd) – Fudd received Federal EIPM funds and hopes to have a coalition meeting later this fall.  He plans on meeting with the executive director in Alabama about conducting school IPM training with PMPs and school officials and starting and advisory committee to develop training materials.
· C: Tennessee: interested in coalition.  Need update.
· eXtension workshops—national workshop May 16, 2010 at the NCUE in Portland, Oregon.  
· IPM Pest guide is going to editors at LA extension service.  Guide is being produced thanks to funds from the 2009 enhancement grants. 
· Pest Management Association has a meeting in FL in July.
· Many states in the southern region are still waiting to hear whether or not they received IPM funding.
· Oklahoma—Jim Criswell is retiring.
Western Region


· D: Oregon (Tim, large school) – Salem-Keizer School District, WG assessed a number of schools in the district, selected a demonstration site, sent out a pest press, established a Memorandum of Understanding, and took allergen samples.  They are now re-writing their IPM policy for the entire district.  Tim Stock is working on building an OR coalition surrounding Salem-Keizer schools in 2010.

· D: Albany (Oregon, small school): Tim started another pilot project in Albany school district and they completed an online survey to fulfill report card info.  At the Oregon ASBO meeting, three more districts expressed interest in starting pilot projects.

· D: Tim wants to start a pilot project in a small school to compare to the two larger Oregon demonstration projects. 

· Tim and Dawn are also planning a rodent academy in Portland or Salem.

· Gregg Smith co-presented with Tim at Oregon Facility Managers Conference and received call from interested participants.
· Oregon’s online school IPM survey received a 94% response rate, including information on common pests (e.g. small ants, spiders, yellow jackets, weeds, spiders) and solutions.  Many schools did not know their IPM policies, or they had policies and were not following them strictly.  

· Tim is meeting with the School Safety officers Association soon.

· D: Colorado (Dawn) – The Colorado school IPM group launched another pilot program in the rural school district of Sterling (3,000 students).

· D: Hawaii (Dawn)—Dawn and Carrie are traveling to Hawaii in November 2009 to work with housing people and want to network with change agenda regarding a school IPM pilot project.
· D: Idaho (Dawn)—school IPM workshop planned for October 2009 and spring 2010 (EPA Region 10).
· D: New Mexico (Dawn)—a second IPM meeting for school facility maintenance staff is planned for 5-26-10 in Albuquerque.   
· C: Washington (Carrie Foss)—coalition meeting scheduled for May 5, 2010 for Bellevue school district (IPM STAR certified).  Diverse U-pest group and Eden Pest Technologies involved in planning and delivering coalition meeting.  Carrie working with Bobby Corrigan to do a full rodent academy in the fall.

· EPA Region 10—new school IPM project manager who is encouraging Carrie to get involved with the Yakama tribe for an implementation project.

· Several school districts waiting to hear back from IPM Inst. on IPM STAR certifications.

· C: Colorado (Dawn) – need update.

· California—California Department of Pesticide Regulation held a Green Schools Conference and are working with facility planners in order to facilitate architectural design discouraging pests around schools.  New publication California's Use of IPM in Managing Pests in Schools.  2010.  Brajkovich, Laurie; Hanger, Ann; Messenger, Belinda; Simmons, Sewell.  Outlooks on Pest Management, Volume 21, Number 1, February 2010, pp. 25-30(6).

· Nevada—with funds from the Nevada Department of Ag, Clark County School District held a mandatory school IPM training seminar which 210 custodians attended. 

· Utah—tentative talk about refocusing the coalition in Utah—facility managers have had several meetings, but that doesn’t mean that the school districts are implementing IPM.  One-day rodent workshop planned soon.

· Wyoming—hired an assistant to work with school IPM.  Two new pilots, including one reservation, that’s interested in starting an IPM program in rural school districts. 

· Dawn has a tentative meeting in Phoenix planned for the spring.
