1. Report Card Summary Draft - Tom is holding the summary for revisions at this time, but he will complete it by the end of the year.  The summary will be used to show the status of school IPM projects nationally and is based on data taken from a 2008-2009 survey done by our steering committee. 2. Media Updates - The PESP Wire last month  published articles submitted by University of Florida, Janet Hurley, Zach and Tom. Thanks to Mike Glikes for editing the articles. Zach received follow up emails after publication of these articles requesting school IPM info.  The IPM Institute hopes to bring back the bi-monthly IPM newsletters.  Working Group members may contact Mike Glikes for media outreach resources. 

Roger Young approached Sherry Glick about including an IPM blog for his readership after being influenced by a recent webinar on the subject. Sherry will contact Zach with more info. Roger also approached Tom about writing a 1200 word article on IPM for the School Planning & Management magazine. 3. Update on networking session at 2010 ESA meeting, San Diego, CA, Town and Country Hotel and Convention Center - Sherry Glick and Tom Green are attending.  The event will function as an open house/meet and greet.  Attendees will drift in and out of the event and chat, ask questions and pick up literature. The open house will be held during the evening at the same time as other mixers.  Sherry is bringing rat rodent books and brochures.  Zach will send Sherry copies of the Arizona Extension brochure on school IPM and Fudd will provide the Pest ID extension flyers.  Contact Sherry Glick, Tom Green or Fudd Graham for more information about this meeting.
4. Update on PRIA (Kelly Adams, IPM Institute) - We were awarded the PRIA 2010 grant! Thanks to all who helped put this together. Your support letters were compelling and critical to our success in receiving this grant.  The National Steering Committee plans to hold an in-person expanded meeting Dec. 9th-10th in Louisiana to discuss the new 2010 PRIA grant priorities as well as discuss strategies for completing the 2008 PRIA grant objectives and for collecting PRIA 2008 metrics.  Billing issues for the PRIA 2008 grant resulted in many subcontractor billings. Therefore, Kelly Adams would like to break up the PRIA 2010 grant into four subcontracts and let the grants officers in each working group take over subcontractor billing in their own region.  Kelly Adams welcomes any suggestions for how to handle the distribution of this new grant. Please send her your thoughts/concerns about this idea. 

5. Funding: (Dawn Gouge) we did not receive the Kellogg grant for our 2010 proposal.  The Western School IPM Working Group applied for funds through the Western IPM Center and should receive a response in the next month or two.  
6. PMSP changes and expansion of steering committee - Tom Green and Dawn Gouge have given reviewers a couple of months to go over the PMSP documents.  No feedback has been received yet.  Tom and Dawn will contact individuals again for critiques/feedback near the deadline at the end of October.  
7. General Updates:

a. (Sherry Glick) IPM STAR recertification in Utah - An IPM STAR recertification for Salt Lake City School District will be held Nov. 9. Steve Owens, will be flying out Nov. 9 and will spend the day and evening participating in a school walk through, a demonstration on IPEST and a question and answer period.  Greg Smith is working on attracting press to the event.  Sherry is not sure which other EPA officials will attend.  Dr. Green will receive an honorary check at this event to show EPA's support for the IPM Institute's work in general and as congratulation for receiving the PRIA grant 2010. The EPA will set priorities and push for a focus on IPM at this meeting. The EPA is handling logistics for this meeting. 
b. Congratulations to Janet Hurley on her media placements this past month. Fox news did a pest management/IPM segment and Janet completed 20 interviews on the radio during the first week in October.  A Baton Rouge news station plans to film a local school walkthrough this November. Email Janet for more information. 8. Updates on Coalitions and Demonstrations:

NCWG (Zach): Our monthly conference call was held on Thursday Oct. 7th. The NCWG is now conducting conference calls in a different manner.  We have added an educational component in place of updates during each conference call.  Updates will now be handled via email prior to the meeting.  Our educational topic/discussion for October was on bed bugs.  Kelly H and Zach will establish a better process for receiving updates from each state about monthly coalition/demonstration work and upcoming events so we can track our progress more efficiently and accurately.  Tom spoke about IPM STAR Certification at the Nebraska coalition meeting Oct. 6th.  Lincoln and Lancaster school districts in Lincoln and Omaha are part of this coalition.  Mark Shour is waiting to plan final assessment for South Dakota school demonstrations. 

NEWG: The annual NEWG meeting is coming up and will be held in Pittsburgh. EPA Region 3 will participate in the NE working group and John Butler, EPA Region 3 representative, will be a participating member of the group.
SRWG: (Fudd Graham): Louisiana - Demonstration leaders will revisit Ascension Parish Nov. 1st and 2nd. Fudd can't attend. The goal of this walk through is to re-initiate high level School IPM implementation in this parish and get the IPM coordinator much more involved in this process. Janet Hurley's webinar will be used in Arkansas. The SRWG did not get the PESP grant.  Alabama is holding a coalition meeting Nov. 3rd. and will invite people from several schools - Janet will attend. The PEST ID Guide went out for final proof on Oct. 5th. This guide will be available through LSU eventually. 

WRWG: (Dawn and Tim): Not much to report since last month.  Oregon applied for a PESP grant. Working group leaders collaborated with NW Coalition for Alternatives to Pesticides on proposals for several projects.  Just got word that EIPM money should enter account by end of month to begin work which includes two more pilot programs in the region.  Tess Grasswitz organized a presentation on School IPM for the EPA’s Region 6 Office of Environmental Justice and Tribal Affairs “Environmental Management for Bureau-Wide Schools” seminar (national participation, held in Albuquerque in September) and then two training sessions for members of the Gadsden Independent school District in southern NM.  Wyoming recently followed up on an IPM survey done two years ago.  Leaders there are finding it difficult to generate enthusiasm because of the associated costs of implementing IPM and the incorrect assumption that schools are already doing high level IPM in districts when in fact they aren't.  Leaders in Wyoming plan to follow Colorado's model to increase enthusiasm and inspire action on the school IPM front.  Montana's first coalition meeting is scheduled for May 2011 during the teacher in-service training meeting.  This will include two whole days dedicated to IPM. California continues to hold numerous trainings. Dawn Gouge has a coalition meeting scheduled for November in Maricopa County, Arizona.  She will cover bed bugs and West Nile Virus topics. Denver continues to be engaged in school IPM and a Boulder, CO school has a pilot program now.  Leaders in Colorado plan to re-engage school districts in both Denver and Boulder and also a district in between.  Debra Young, IPM coordinator for community IPM, Colorado State University, will lead this effort.  The Rodent Academy is scheduled for Nov. 2nd-4th in Seattle, WA.  This conference will attract regional leaders.  A coalition meeting is scheduled for Oct. 18th in Washington.  Tim Stock is hiring an assistant to help him.  He anticipates posting the position during October and hiring the employee next month.
