1. IPM Symposium – The national steering committee discussed putting together a proposal for a session.  Dawn (she is on the program committee for the symposium) sent out the info for calls-for-proposals. The EPA will be having a session as well with Sherry Glick and regional counterparts.  Kathy Murray stepped up to take the lead on the steering committee’s proposal – she will be in contact with the steering committee about this.
2. This is Kelly Humphry’s last call before the baby is due next month.  Kelly Chambers will begin leading calls next month.
PESP Update: Sherry Glick
EPA had a federal registration notice to gather comments on their information collections request to move forward with PESP data collection.  There have been a lot of issues with budgets at the EPA – the President’s budget is different than what is currently being used by EPA staff.  The EPA is moving forward with PESP but funding is unknown for future endeavors.  Sherry has a meeting with the Office of Children’s Health to discuss integrating IPM in schools.  The EPA has had two meetings and they have 11 technical contacts throughout the regions: (Pardon the spelling of the names.  Sherry will have proper contact info available once approved) 1- Andrea Silver, 2- Aubrey Moore, 3- John Butler, 4- Larura Lee Schroder & Patricia Livingston, 5- Seth Diblee, 6- Joy Campbell, 7- Heather Duncan, 8- Velray Lazano, 9- Mary Griezer, 10- Juliann Barta.  The EPA is having an internal meeting on March 22 and 23 to discuss strategic plans for the agency to implement school IPM nationally, to define verifiable IPM, discuss IPM-cubed and using Google Docs. The IPM-cubed work group is working to get materials together - On March 17th there will be a conference call with stakeholders.  Sherry’s EPA division director has made it known that there should be a face-to-face meeting with all school IPM stakeholders.  
PMSP Update: Tom Green
Tom could not make the call but he did receive comments from Carrie Foss on the landscape section.  
New Orleans IPM Project Update: Tom, Dawn, Janet
There will be a conference call with Tom, Janet, Dawn and Claudia to discuss the CARE grant proposal.  Kelly Chambers will call Claudia to set up a time for a call.  Kelly Chambers spoke with Tiffany Delcour (LA Recovery School District IAQ Coordinator) to discuss the asthma database used by the American Lung Association and how we could incorporate it into PRIA 2010 school demonstration.
IPM Calculator: Janet Hurley
Janet gave a short tutorial on the IPM Calculator. There is the option of creating a fake school if you want to create a login and test the calculator.  The zip code is very important because the calculator rates the school based off of the region it is in.  Once finished with entering school information you can submit the info to see school result ratings: GOLD = the school’s score, BLUE = the relative risk score.  

It would be beneficial to Janet for steering committee and working group members to use the IPM Calculator in their demonstration schools because it will allow her to prove a need for future grant proposals and it will give her a chance to get feedback for upgrading it. 

The North Central Working Group will include the IPM Calculator on their next conference call.  Janet will brief the EPA and working groups in the future on how to use the IPM Calculator.  Janet will send out the paper checklist used to input data into the IPM Calculator.
Janet hopes to get another grant to continue to make updates to the IPM Calculator, finishing the function to calculate costs and create reports.

· Operating Protocol – Kelly H is nearly finished and will send around once done.

· Business Case: Cost/Benefit report – Kelly C sent out the first draft to the steering committee last week – Can everyone please comment and return to him in the next week or two for revisions?
· Asthma Take-Home Materials – Kelly C has leads for an asthma success story and Dawn is continuing to draft and edit content.

· review metrics list – Kelly H created a list dividing metrics into different sections that we need from demonstrations and coalitions.  Can the steering committee please look at the list to eliminate metrics that are redundant or not needed?
· schedule conference call to discuss programming, cost, software compatibility, survey design capabilities – Kelly H will send list to Tim Stock for his programmer to take a look at.  Kelly C will be looking into SalesForce and other online tools to potentially use for collecting metrics – whatever we choose will need to be compatible with PESP metrics if PESP continues. The goal is to design separate metric surveys for individual contacts (e.g. schools nurses, administrators, maintenance, working group members, etc.).  All funding for the programmer or database would be from PRIA 2010.
