4. Priorities – Regional and National PMSP 

· Regions:

· Western Region:
Tim Stock and Dawn Gouge held a Western Region conference call last week and discussed needs assessments conducted by the individual states in the last few years.  They are currently circulating a Google Doc to survey priorities and needs on each state – they will be pinpointing where the states gathered there info from and what methods of surveying worked well.

· SurveyMonkey or Excel Spreadsheet for ranking PMSP Priorities:
National PMSP priorities were originally planned to be pulled from the regional priorities but after discussion by the steering committee they will now be created by updating the current priorities using an excel spreadsheet for the steering committee members to rank.  These priorities will be generic, broad-based priorities and the regional priorities will be more specific.  Kelly Chambers will send the PMSP priorities spreadsheet to the steering committee to rank.  The website links for regional priorities will be listed in the PMSP as reference. 

5. Online Metrics Collection Tool 

This tool will be used to collect state report card data from state leads.  It will store all info and allow us to create reports for presentations and progress reviews.  Kelly Chambers is creating a proposal detailing multiple survey provider companies and will select a survey tool with Tom Green.

10. Updates: Demonstrations and Coalitions
Western Region:

Dawn was in Yakima, Washington State and met with representatives from the Yakama Nation (this is Carrie Foss’s project site).  The Tribe is interested in school IPM policy and guidance for PMP service contracts.  The tribal council expressed interest in implementing school IPM throughout the entire Yakama Nation.
The Western Region held a conference call on May 8th.  They will be using a Google Doc to track regional priorities and collect state-by-state data. Twelve out of 13 states were on the call.

Oregon - Tim Stock will be presenting at the Oregon School Facilities Management Association for a model plan for service contracts.  He will discuss how to develop a contract bid.

Southern Region:

Texas – There are three state senate bills in committee to repeal the school IPM law.  One of the bills has decided to take out the school IPM portion.  The politicians who have out forth this legislation do not understand the benefits of IPM in schools.
The TIPMAPS (Texas Integrated Pest Management Affiliate for Public Schools) conference will be held in February.  The TIPMAPS conference will be partnered with the Facilities Masters Workshop.

Louisiana – Fudd and Dennis attended the Fire Ant Conference and spoke with one of the Reps.  Hopefully, they will be able to help Ascension with their fire ant problem.  Janet will be traveling to LA tomorrow, 4/12/2011 and will be visiting some of the schools.  Janet expressed interest in starting something with Orleans Parish under PRIA 2010. 
North Carolina – Mike W. and Patty Alder have been doing regional trainings and taking Chris Mills on the road with them. They will be presenting Chris Mills a plaque at an upcoming training.

Northeastern Region:

Vermont – Carol Westinghouse has talked with a school interested in the asthma portion of PRIA 2010.

New York – NY State’s IPM program has survived and has funding to keep working. 

North Central:
Michigan – A coalition will be started with their first meeting in the end of May.  The coalition leads are Lynnae Jess and Larry Olsen.

Nebraska – Work began with tribal schools led by Mike Daniels. They have done initial assessments for four schools.  These programs will be one year long.
