1) Dropbox Document Service (Janet Hurley & Kelly Chambers)—free software that allows users to access files in the office or on the go.  Will reduce email attachments and streamline workflow.  We can keep our school IPM documents in a central location and choose who we want to share the documents with.  Kelly C will start using this software on the next call.  Go to http://db.tt/diWYLak to create a Dropbox account.
2)  PRIA 2010 Documents (see attachments)
a. Regulation Article (Janet Hurley)—enough information for three articles.  Based off the pesticide regulation chart, we could write about a number of topics, including restricted spry zones, indoor postings, outdoor postings, etc.  Since the 1998 publication from Beyond Pesticides, there have been a lot of changes in pesticide laws throughout different states across the nation.  Janet’s thesis for the first article: without enforcement of pesticide rules, rules don’t mean anything.  States need interagency linkages (between dept of ag, dept of health, environmental inspections and department of education).  A second article can be written to compare IPM between states.  Next steps: Janet will email steering committee members individually with questions regarding state-based pesticide regulations.  
b. A Business Case for School IPM: Cost/Benefit Report - Discussion of current draft. 
Janet mentioned that Dallas ISD reduced costs by 50% and could potentially be used as a case study for the c/b report. Kelly C will follow up with Janet to get Dallas ISD contact info. 
c. Coalition Funding Resources Document - Discussion of current draft. What is missing? What needs to be edited?  This document includes model budgets, definition of grants.
Action item: email comments to Kelly C by this Friday, June 10th.   
d. Coalition Operating Manual - We need to okay the list of changes before the designer makes the final edits.  Kelly has already received comments from Dawn and Tim.  Kelly C will make final edits and send to the designer later this week. 
Action item: please let Kelly C know if there are any changes that need to be made to the Coalition Operating Manual by this Wednesday, June 8th. 
3) PMSP Priorities 
a. Two step process: 
i. Collecting additional priorities from national contacts
ii. Ranking the priorities.  Kelly will email our list of ~50 IPM stakeholders, get their feedback and then send out one final email ranking for PMSP revisions.
4) PRIA 2010 Coalition Funding Update: Kelly A created a breakdown of coalition funding.  She has received comments from Kathy Murray.  Regional working groups will have the final say on which states receive funding (most of which are $5000 or more).  There is also some additional money available for funding and supplies left in the grant (separate from the coalition money)—about $15,000 to $20,000— Kelly A will send emails to the steering committee members to detail the amount of additional funding.  Once states are finalized, working group/coalition leaders will be asked to write a brief (1-2 page description) proposal for the work that will be done for their coalition (to be discussed on the July call).

a. Peggy Siligato is planning an awards ceremony for the Chariho, RI demonstration project
b. Arife Ozkan is finishing up her work with the NH demonstration as her job is ending this summer.  Arife will present a plaque to Dick Wendell at Exeter schools.
c. Carol Westinghouse is presenting an IPM recognition plaque to the Hartford, VT school district.
d. Lynn Braband is back working as an adjunct professor for Cornell University.  His contact information stayed the same.

e. Bozeman school district is practicing IPM.  They have low pest pressure and do not use pesticides or herbicides.  Ruth O’Neil is leaving, but they are hiring her replacement and are looking for someone with IPM experience.
