1. EPA National School IPM Metrics 
· Baseline metrics have been sent to every region by the EPA and are being confirmed as accurate. These metrics will be used as a baseline to measure progress going forward. 

2. PRIA 2010 Document Status
· Finalized and sent to graphic designer. Asthma doc is without references and citations and will be the final take home version. One more round of edits will happen, Matt will send around within next two weeks.
3. Online survey tool update 

· Provider will be www.wufoo.com with a cost of < $69.90/month.  Online survey tool will be used at district level, modeled after Tim Stock’s highly successful Oregon survey.  District information will be collected and collated into a state report card. Matt will have draft survey out shortly.


4. PESP Award Nomination
· EPA has asked for PESP Award nominations (http://www.epa.gov/pesp/awards/) but has not received a high rate of response – we should nominate to spread recognition of school IPM.

· Matt will send out announcement with who we want to nominate and get feedback (list includes all of our demonstration projects).

· Nominees do not have to be PESP members.


5. School IPM Demonstration Project Metrics Updates 
· Zach is following up with ~10 schools for metric collection such as pesticide applications, pest complaints, and pest management costs. The IPM Institute will have metric numbers by the third week of August to begin compiling report to EPA.  Metrics will be used to quantify progress and prove to EPA/Marc Lame the success sIPM is having.

· Metrics are similar to ones in the online district survey that Matt is making.
