2. PRIA 2010 Documents 
· Documents finalized, will be sent to Chris today
· Need organized dissemination plan to reduce duplication of efforts
·  Zach will create spreadsheet
· Would be good to request EPA and CDC to post links to documents

3. ESA Updates 

·  Western Region and Kathy’s presentations have been more finalized, should begin promotion to relevant individuals
· Non ESA function will show up on website, but not hard copy of program


4. School IPM Demonstration Project Metrics Updates 
· 25 demo projects are being tracked over previous 3 years
· 17 States have key metric data reported, including pre/post pesticide applications, pest complaints and IPM costs
· Pesticide Applications  
1. 17 have reported data, average of 69% reduction
2. Several problems with recording amount applied vs. number of applications
· Pest Complaints
1. 4 districts reporting pre and post numbers
2. Average 31% reduction 
3. Major issue is “perceived pest presence” due to using pest sighting logs for the first time
4. Lesson from Dawn – PMPs often have book with sighting logs, when asked to show number of sightings often shot up drastically
· Pest Management Costs
1. 3 districts reporting both, 7 reported pre but not post, 2 of which will possibly still report
2. Average 37% reduction
3. Due to school size/enrollment differences, cost broken down to per student per year
4. Many times PMP still being paid to come to schools but relationship has changed (e.g. leading walkthroughs rather than pesticide applications)
5. Problems due to lead resignation, unavailable pre demo information, lack of single unified source of survey requirements
· Online survey is being developed by Matt to track and organize district metrics 
· Zach –how/why should data be reported?
· Should emphasize difficulty in recording costs (multiple cost data points etc.)
· Outreach style publication with impact statements
· Follow up to 2006/2007 publications
· Would be good to have another ESA publication
· Needed for convincing funders
· Should report to new EPA IPM group, Pesticide dialogue committee
· Need to report to end duplication of (EPA) efforts to collect data
· Summary of state report cards has been completed and is used internally, would not take much editing to share with EPA groups
· Zach will create forum article proposal outline for next call
· Will include report card, demonstration data, other docs such as asthma and business case

5. School IPM 2015 Newsletter Opt-in 
· 935 opt-in subscribers, up 135 from last month
· Zach is working on strategies for creating opt-in contacts

6. IPM Symposium 

· Funding requests submitted, meeting later this week to discuss requests and allocation of funds 


7. Regional Updates
· WA -Gregg Smith from SLC spoke on IPM successes/problems and iPestManager
· OR - 2 pilot projects from IPM grant (Bethel and Beaverton) doing trainings
· NY - PRIA 2010 proposal submitted, good bedbug outreach ppt has been developed

· MA – working on BMPs for school turfgrass
· Board Pesticide Control definitely does not want lists
