UNIT OF INSTRUCTION: Low-risk IPM Policy Implementation
TITLE OF LESSON: Policy, roles and pest management help, floor covering skills; observation and reporting.

INSTRUCTIONAL OBJECTIVE: Know the IPM policy and basic IPM concepts. Recognize evidence of pest
presence and know how to report pest observations.

METHOD OF INSTRUCTION: Lecture, guided discussion

GENERAL PLAN OF PRESENTATION: Self introduction, student introductions, policy development and
features. Attendees will understand the IPM policy and their roles in implementation, basic concepts of IPM
(exclusion, sanitation, habitat modification), recognition of pest evidence, report observations, summary.

INTRODUCTION: Names and roles of instructors, student introductions. Why are we here? Implementation of
low-risk pest management policy. Why a policy? What does it do? Understand their role in implementing the low-
risk IPM policy. What are the basic pest management components: exclusion, sanitation, habitat modification.
Recognition of evidence of pest presence: termites, rodents, cockroaches, ants, mold, wood-destroying
organisms, and reporting pest presence.

EXPLANATION/APPLICATION/PRESENTATION:
1. Using PPT or slides and demonstration materials, learn a variety of pests and their evidence of presence
in a site.

2. Be able to report pest evidence to obtain assistance in managing the pests.

3. Summarize information.
CONCLUSIONS/SUMMARY: Low-risk pest management requires dedication and may be tedious and time-
consuming when performed correctly. A thorough understanding of why such procedures are so important

frequently imparts a degree of significance to even the most mundane task. The skills of floor covering installers
are important to the successful implementation of a low-risk pest management policy.
